It is recommended that you get your gear before the pool training ends so you can get used to it before the 
ocean dives.  Please note PSE does not own or have shares in any dive shop.

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Pre-Requisites 
In order to take in a course you must complete a medical form passed out on the first night of class.  Please go to 
http://www.wrstc.com/downloads/10%20-%20Medical%20Guidelines.pdf to print a copy.  

The medical form should be evaluated by the student (or parent or guardian if under 16) prior to the initial pool session and 
must be completed prior to diving on SCUBA. If you indicate YES to any of the question, you MUST consult with your 
physician prior to the start of the course. YOU HAVE TO ANSWER THE QUESTIONS COMPLETELY TRUTHFULLY OR 
IT COULD RESULT IN SERIUOS INJURY TO YOU OR THOSE DIVING WITH YOU.  

In order to certify, you will be required to take a minimum of four open water dives and for some agencies you must have a 
minimum requirement of total underwater time. 

Other certification requirements 
• You must pass all pool skills  

• You must complete all course assignments and if homework is assigned it needs to be completed prior to the 
class it is required for. You cannot partake in the training that session and you will have to repeat that portion of 
the course at your own expense.  Courses are taught in a specific sequence and the home study is a key part of 
the sequence.  

• Pass the required written exam.  

• You must be able to transport / carry your own equipment while on the pool deck 

• Be 12 years or older  

• Complete a medical questionnaire (if you are 12 – 15 parent or guardian must sign a waiver) 

• Pass swim assessment by the end of course to include agency dependent constraints: 10 – 14 lengths of average 
swimming pool (no time limit), tread water / float for 10 min, and tow an inert diver 25 meters.  

Additional Course Comments 

Training is progressive, if you may miss a night you must make arrangements with your instructor to make up the class 
(i.e. come early next night). A fee of $25.00 may be required for any night you miss. 

The Open Water Check Out Dives will take place at various places and will consist of a minimum of 4 but we offer 5.  
These will take place one weekend over the summer.  If weekends are not possible other arrangements can be made. 

Depending on the instructor’s evaluation of the student, you may need more than 5 dives, if so a charge of $20.00 per dive 
will be levied and you have to rent your own equipment.  We offer about 10 dive opportunities (weekends) and you must 
pick a weekend and satisfactorily complete a minimum of 4 dives. For certain agencies you must also log a minimum 
amount of underwater time in order to be certified.   

A bonus 5
th
 dive provided free of charge on the weekend you have chosen.  All dives must be done in the weekend you 

booked.  For example if you choose to do only 4 dives you cannot come on a different weekend to complete a 5
th
 dive. 

If for a suitable reason (personal or skills not proficient enough) you are unable to complete the current course (subject to 
instructors’ decision) you will be invited to partake in the next course at no extra cost.  If you withdraw from the course for 
medical reasons, refunds will be prorated based on the portion of the course you have completed and a Doctor’s note is 
required.  

Your $150.00 Deposit is not refundable except for medical reasons that are a contraindication to SCUBA diving, and a 
Doctor’s note will be required.

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OPEN WATER SCUBA DIVER PROGRAM STATEMENT OF UNDERSTANDING  
 
PSE completes classroom and pool training over the winter and ocean or checkout dives over the summer starting late 
June to end September.  One or two Wednesday or Thursday nights prior to your Ocean Dives you will need to come back 
to the pool for a 2 hour pool secession to review your skills. 
 

The undersigned acknowledges that: 

• The course fee includes all aspects of the course less: personal gear for the ocean (mask, fins and snorkel), 
transportation, personal entertainment, and food. 

• Application, and waiver must be completed prior to the course and Medical questioner form must be completed prior to 
going on SCUBA. 

• Candidates must complete all course home assignments and if homework is assigned it must be completed prior to 
the class for which it is required.  If assigned work is incomplete candidates cannot partake in the training that session 
and will have to repeat that portion of the course at their own expense. 

• Candidates must satisfactorily complete all facets of the course: pool training, classroom work, and written exams before 
starting the open water section of training. 

• A minimum of four open water dives need to be completed as part of the course and for some agencies you must have a 
minimum requirement of total underwater time. 

• If the Instructor deems you are not ready for the Ocean Dives you will be invited to redo the pool portion at no 
expense.  If after a second serial you are still not able then a fee will have to be levied for a third attempt.  

• For ocean dives candidates are required to arrange their own transportation to the Dive Shop and to and from the dive 
sites.  

• During the May month, or on your course, you will be given a Registration For Checkout Dives form.  This Form will list 
the various weekends we will be doing Ocean Checkouts (Dives) for the summer.  You need to book the weekends 
you are interested in and it will be filled on a first come first served basis, we only take 8 students per weekend. The 
final payment of $108.50 must be paid before the ocean dives can be booked.  

• I must attend a 2-hour pool refresher secession prior to my ocean dives.  

• Scuba diving as in any water sport, involves a relative degree of risk to the participant and that in registering for this 
training program you are aware of this risk and are prepared to assume it.
